The facade is graced with elegant windows, adorned 
with small volutes. A grand two 2-storey inner staircase 
provides direct access to the “noble” floor. 
In front of this grand Italian villa is a beautiful Chianti 
wine vineyard, as well as an olive grove. A ring-shaped 
swimming-pool (11 mts. & 80 cm. deep) is located on 
the large green lawn (approx. half a hectare). The pool 
is fully-equipped with wooden sun-beds, wrought iron 
tables and chairs, where villa rental guests can relax 
in complete peace and privacy.
